2. How do you think the man felt when the first two people did 

not help? 

3. How do you think he felt when the third man stopped to help 

him? 

4. Before the man was robbed, he thought that the Samaritans 

were bad people. Do you think he may have changed his feelings 

after? Why? 

5. What messages do you think Jesus is giving in this 

parable? 

 

I think one of the messages Jesus was trying to give 

people is that: 

 Sometimes we need to rely on the kindness of strangers, 

and in turn we need to be kind to others when we can. 

Right now, lots of people are relying on the kindness of strangers: 

Volunteers are getting shopping for those who cannot go out. People 

are donating to charities to help people they will never meet.
